Rules and Regulations for Vendors and Contractors

1. Registration – all vendors, contractors, technicians and other service personnel must stop at the Villanova Condominium Association office during normal business hours and register before any work may begin.
2. Permitted hours - Vendors, contractors, movers and cleaning service personnel are not permitted to work on weekends or legal holidays. Work is permitted Mondays through Fridays, between 9:00am and 6:00pm only. Owners and tenants are responsible for informing vendors, contractors, etc. of this rule before any work begins.
3. Unit Access – The owner must e-mail, fax or call the Villanova on-site office to give permission to allow unit access. This rule applies to family member. No entry is granted without authorization. 
4. Licensure and Insurance – a copy of the vendor’s or contractor’s current license and insurance information must be provided to the association before any work may begin. All such licenses and insurance must be valid throughout the period during which work is being performed. In the event any license or insurance is found to have expired, the vendor or contractor will be required to leave Villanova until providing proof of valid, current licensure and insurance.
5. Notification of Construction Crews to be On-Site – The contractor, sub-contractor or owner of the unit must submit a specification plan and authorization form to the association’s manager or other representative at least three (3) days prior to any commencement of work or other service. The contractor, sub-contractor and owner are responsible for ensuring that all common area are sufficiently protected from any activity related to their work that may damage, alter or negatively impact any common areas or property of the association or other owners or tenants.
6. Sub-contractors’ Parking – Vendors are required to park vehicles in designated parking areas only. 
7. Trash Removal – Trash generated by vendors, contractors, sub-contractors or other service personnel may NOT be disposed of on association property or in the trash containers or dumpsters provided by the association. Violation of this rule will result in immediate removal of the violator from the association property.
8. Responsibility for Damage to Building – Grout, thin set, other adhesives or chemicals may not be disposed of in any drain, toilet or other plumbing opening. Workers must remove their own materials and dispose of them off of association property. Workers may not perform any work in any common area. The cost of any repairs to common areas or to other units will be assessed to the owner or tenant who hired the contractor, vendor, sub-contractor or other service personnel. 
ANY VENDOR, CONTRACTOR, SUB-CONTRACTOR, TECHNICIAN AND OTHER SERVICE PERSONNEL FOUND TO BE IN VIOLATION OF THESE RULES AND REGULATIONS WILL NOT BE PERMITTED ACCESS TO ASSOCIATION PROPERTY UNTIL THE VIOLATION HAS BEEN CORRECTED AND PAYMENT MADE FOR DAMAGES CAUSED. 
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
